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HORSE SENSE AND POST-
: WAR ROAD CONSTRUCTION

- It is time that highway adminis-
trators in the several states of our
union faced squarely one dominant
and self-evident fact: The post-war
American road building program,
touted as the greatest- in history,
cannot be accomplished, or in many
cases even attempted, under existing
conditions. This despite the fact that
gtate road funds, in many cases, are
literally bulging with available rev-
enue collected from the nation's mo-
torists.

From all sections of the country
reports are being received daily of

.} record gasoline tax collections. From

these same 'quarters come also re-
ports of high and excessive road
construction bids and stringent short-
ages of supplies, labor and equip-
ment.

Officials in many states have al-
ready made pessimistic utterances
concerning these costs and shortages.
In some cases they have declared
emphatically that their post-war
highway program could not be under-
taken until present inflationary
spirals approach some reasonable de-
gree of adjustment. In all cases the
hesitancy or refusal to approve bids
on road projects cannot be construed
as an indication of timidity and in-
decision on their part.

As early as the summer of 1945
Geo. Ben Laney of Arkansas put it
this way: “Arkansas is not going to
pay two prices for construction of
its highways, despite our eagerness
to start postwar programs. Each un-
necessary dollar of highway funds
spent will result in less ultimate
construction. . . We will act quickly
when we also can act safely and
wisely and this may entail waiting
until people learn that the war is
over and so are high wartime prices.”

T. Matt Hally, Idaho's director of
highways, in pointing up material and
equipment shortages in that state
says that they are renting all the
equipment possible, but shortages of
cement, lumber and steel are critical.
“The Highway department has pur-
chased a few trucks from the War
Assets corporation, but most of the
army surplus graders, tractors and
oil distributors are being claimed by
other federal agencies.”

Pennsylvania has delayed some cf
its most ambitious projects, including
the multi-million dallor Penn-Lincoln
Parkway, because of high bids and
a disinclination of contractors to bid
on jobs requiring a long time for
completion, according to Gov. Ed-
ward Martin. “Price confusion,” de-
clares Chief Engineer Thomas C.
Frame of the Pennsylvania highway
department, “is more uncertain than
during the war. We're bringing out
quite a few smaller jobs and oc-
casionally advertise big jobs to keep
in touch with bidding. If we get
fair prices, we are awarding con-
tracts. If not, we refuse the bid.”

Vermont has twice rejected bids|

on a grading and concrete surfacing
project, the most recent one being
about $110.000 more than the low
bid for the project submitted in
January of this year. In another in-
stance in Vermont all bids on a sur-
facing job were rejected as being
too high, and no bids were received
at all for a bridge project requiring
950,000 pounds of steel superstruc-
ture.

Road construction programs of the
various states must wait until there
is at least a modicum of normalcy
in supplies, labor and prices. Unless
—and this is unlikely anytime soon
-— there is a big change in the cost
and supply situation, the dreams of
a big postwar road program should
remain as such until they can be
realized on a basis that will guar-
antee the highway user his “taxes
worth” in value received in the form
of improved road facilities,

Officials in those states which have
already taken action to prevent the
injudicious spending of motorosts’
tax dollars on high-priced, hard-to-
get road projects are to be com-
mended. ‘Officials in other states
who have mnot followed this wise
course had better weigh the facts
carefully before they empty the brim-
ming coffers fed by the American
motor vehicle owners,

WHEAT MARKETS

The cash wheat market has been
entirely void of trading as a result
of no offerings during the week
just past, according to reports
the Production and Marketing ad~
ministration by the U. S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture. The demand re-
mains active and ceiling prices are
freely bid, but supplies of free wheat
appear to be exhausted. The princi-
pal interest in the wheat trade has
now turned to the new crop.
of the members of the local grain
trade (Portland) traveled through
the wheat producing areas of Ore-
gon, Washington and northern Idaho
during the past week, and the unani-
mous report is to the effect that the
growing crop is in good condition
and with continued favorable weath~
er, a large crop will be harvested.
The crop report of the U. 8. D. A.,
as of the first of the month, indi-
cated a production of all wheat in
the U. S. at 1,025,509,000 bushels, the
third consecutive billion bushel crop,
but lower than in either 1944 or
1945, with the 10-year average &t
844 million bushels. The Commodity
Corporation’s 1946 wheat loan raie,
at the Pacific Northwest terminal
markets, for No. 1 wheat, will be
$1.57 per bushel, with discounts fix-
ed for wheat grading below No. 1,

Demand for wheat at Portland,
both for feed and milling purposes
has not slackened but has become
more urgent., There has been no
wheat available for feed, and the
flour mills that are operating are
running on wheat furnished by the
C. C. C. for export, or under the
wheat loan plan for domestic flour.
The new crop conditions are report-
ed to be very favorable in the Pa~-
cific Northwest, and the U. S. D. A.
crop report of June 1 indicates a
crop of 127,612,000 bushels for the
states of Oregon, ‘Washington and
Idaho, which would be 11 per cent
over last year and 31 per cent above
the 10-year average. Receipts at the
terminals were considerably above
recent weeks and reflect the heavy
movment of wheat purchased under
the bonus payment plan for rellef,
and consisted of 607 cars at Colufn-
bia river and 573 cars at Puget
Sound terminals.

Bid prices on the Portland Grain
Exchange were largely nominal on
account of no offerings, but were as
follows: Soft white, soft white (no
Rex), western white, white club,
western red and hard red winter,
all $1.811% per bushel, bulk, basis
No. 1 grade, 15-day shipment, for
coast delivery.

The San Francisco wheat market
held largely unchanged during the
week with an almost complete lack
of offerings to satisfy the continued
keen demand. With Bay region stocks
reduced to the lowest levels in many
years inquiry was urgent from all
classes of trade and ceiling prices
were bid for both nearby and fu-
ture shipments, Flour mills were ex-
periencing difficulty in operating due
to scarce wheat supplies and in-
terest in feed wheat was increased
by scarce offerings of other feed
grains. Harvesting of the central
California wheat crop, however, was
still confined to early areas and
growers generally were reported as
showing a strong holding tendency
despite bids at maximum price levels.
Bids to growers for No. 1 hard
white and No. 1 soft white wheats,
sacked, generally were around $3.30
per 100, f. o. b, cars at country ship-
ping points. Dealers also reported an
almost complete lack of offerings
from shippers in Pacific Northwest
and intermountain wheat producing
areas, which usually supply a large
poz-(tjion of central ‘California wheat
needs.

At Kansas City transactions on
the open cash market were nil as
arrivals were largely under C. C. C.
directive. Receipts of 753 cars in-
cluded about 100 cars of new crop
wheat consigned direct to local in-
terests. While the bulk was of Okla-
homa origin, there were several cars
from south and central Kansas.

The wheat movement at Minneap-
olis fell off during the past week
with the bulk still under C. C. .
jurisdiction. Only one or two scat-
tered cars of free wheat were report-
ed. Duluth reported receipts of 1,985
cars for the week, while Minneapolis
had 1,141 cars. Little interest was
shown by the country in selling new
crop wheat on a “to arrive” basis, al-
though buyers have shown great
activity by bidding ceiling or mar-
ket, if higher, at time of arrival,
Quotations on the cash board re-
mained nominal at ceilings and did
not include mark-ups or bonus pay-
ments.

Wheat harvesting made good pro-
gress during the week in Texas and
Oklahoma and is well under way
in southern Kansas. Warm days and
no rain caused too rapid ripening
for best filling in some sections of
the western plains. Spring wheat is
stooling in the northern part of the
main belt and further south is be.
ginning to head. This crop is gen-
erally in need of rain.

AN ORDINANCE GRANTING TO
THE WASHINGTON WATER POW-
ER COMPANY, a corportaion organ-
ized under the laws of the State of
‘Washington, and its successors and
assigns, the right to construct, erect,
maintain, operate .and use wires for
conveying  ‘dledtricity . for ~eleétric
light, electric heat and electric power
purposes, and also to erect, construét,
maintain, operate and use wires for
telephone purpsose in its private busi-
ness, and to erect poles and other
necessary support therefor and to
place thereon cross-arms and other
equipment, and to construct condiits
on, over, along, under and across the
streets and alleys wrthin the cor-
porate limits of the Village of Julia-
etta, Idaho, as they now exist or as
they may hereafter be changed, and
granting the use of the streets and
alleys therefor within the corporate
limits of the Village of Juliaetta, La-
tah County, State of Idaho. -

BE IT ORDAINED by the Chair-
man and Board of Trustees of the
Village of Juliaetta, Latah County,
Idaho: '

1. That THE -WASHINGTON
WATER POWER COMPANY, a cor-
poration organized under the laws
of the State of Washington, its suc-
cessors and assigns,- hereinafter
called the “Grantée;” be 'and it is
hereby granted, for the ‘term of
twenty-tive (25) years from and
after the passage of this Ordinance,
the right, privilege and franchise to
construct, erect, maintain, operate
and use wires for conveying elec-
tricity for electric light, electric heat
and electric power purposes, and also
to erect, construct, maintain, operate
and use wires for telephone purposes
in its private business, and to erect
poles and the . necessary supports
therefor and place thereon cross-
arms and other equipment, and to
construct conduits over, on, along,
under and across the streets and
alleys within the incorporated limits
as they now exist, or as they may
hereafter be changed, of the Village
of Juliaetta, Latah County, Idaho.

2, There is further given in con-
nection herewith, unto the said The
‘Washington Water Power Company,
its successors and assigns, the right
during the life of this franchise to
cut and trim any and all trees
growing in or over the streets or

. that

might or may interfere with any
wires, poles, conduits or other ap-
paratus of the said The Washington
Water Power Company, its succes-
sors and assigns, provided that in
no case shall any of said trees be
cut or trimmed to a height of less
than twenty-five (25) feet above
the level of the streets or alleys, ex-
cept on Main Street where the trees
may be trimmed to a height of not

less than thirty-five (35) feet. -

3. The poles, wires and other ap-
paratus mentioned herein shall be
constructed, erected and maintained
in accordance with the laws of the
State of Idaho relating to electrical
construction, and any rules or regu-
lations adopted by any commission
of the State of Idaho having juris-
diction over electrical construction
in the State of Idaho, and also said
construction shall be in such manner
as to prevent and guard against ac-
cidents or damages as nearly as
possible to any persons who may be
properly using said streets and al-
leys.

#4, The said Grantee herein shall
have and is hereby given the right
and privilege to make any and all
necessary or proper excavations and
obstructions in any of the streets
and alleys of the sald Village for
the purpose of building, erecting,
repairing or changing any of the
poles, wires, conduits, cross-arms or
other appliances or apparatus used
or to be used in connection with the
above purposes. Provided, however,
if and whenever the said
Grantee, its successors or assighs,
shall excavate in or obstruct any of
the said streets or alleys of the said
Village of Juliaetta, Idaho, for the
purposes aforesaid, it shall return
the same to the order and condition
that they were in before they were
excavated or obsiructed, as soon as
practical and within a reasonable
time after such excavation or ob-
struction, and that the said Grantee
herein, its successors or assigns,
shall at all times hold the Village
of Juliaetta, Idaho, free and clear
from any and all damages that may
result to any person, persons, firm
or firms, corporation or corporations,
or to any property of the same, by
reason of any erection, construction,
maintenance or operation of any of
the things herein authorized to be
constructed and maintained by it.

Divine by the Egyptians

Estimated to be 4,000 miles long,
the Nile was considered divine by
Egyptians who dedicated a temple; to
it. On Roda, an island near Cairo,
flood waters are measured by an
anéient Nilometer. This simple cali-
brated column of stone stands op-
posite the spot where, the story goes,
Pharaoh’s daughter rescued Maoses
from the bulrushes. When the
Nilometer shows that the river is
25 feet above its normal level, fes-
tivals are held. When the flood ex-
ceeds 25 feet, it is disastrous rather
than beneficial.

The Nile's source was a subject of
scientific’ dispute for centuries, It
is now known that the Blue Nile,

{ains, is responsible for the flood and

Nile flows the White Nile whose
mother stream is the Kagera, a riv-
er formed. by mountain -streams in
Tanganyika. The White Nile can be
considered to start with that stream
and then to flow through lakes Vic-
toria and Albert, eventu:z'ly reach-
ing Khartoum in Anglo-Egy}.:ian Su-
dan. There it is joined by the Blue
Nile, ' ,

From Lake Victoria to Khartoum
the Nile is navigable with great dif-
ficulty., The channel is almost ob-
literated by ‘‘sudd,” dense plant
growths which choke the waters.
Downstream from Khartoum (north)
as far as Aswan in Egypt, the Nile
is broken by a series of six cata-
racts, although there are long
stretches of smooth water between
them. A Sudanese railway between
Wadi Haifa and Khartoum carries
passengers past five of the falls,

Frozen Fruits Need

Only Slight Thawing

Frozen fruits need only slight
thawing-—just enough to separate
the pieces if the fruit is to be
cooked. If it is to be served raw, as
in the case of berries or peaches, it
is best if served while it is still the
least bit icy. - Thaw only as much
fruit as you- need for one meal. If
a whole package isn’t needed, cut
it in two and thaw only half of it,

- Thaw the food in the container,
Oxygen in the air tends to darken
the fruit and to destroy the fresh
flavor. Allow plenty of time for
thawing fruits. In the refriger-
ator it will take six to eight hours
to thaw a one-pound package of
fruits, - At room temperature two
to three hours will be sufficient. If
the package is leakproof, the fruit

hour - if placed under cool running

Once food is thawed it should nev-
er be refrozen. =Refreezing not only

but causes food to spoil quickly. If
fruit is left over, it should be heated
for a few minutes before it is stored
in the refrigerator. This is particu-
larly true of peaches which deteri-
orate rapidly after they are thawed.

Industrial By-Products

Mothballs, sulfa drugs and auteo-
mobile tires are only three of a long
list of household and industrial goods
made wholly or in part from chem-
icals produced in iron and steel
plants. The chemicals are produced
in steel plants during the process of
producing coke to feed the giant
blast furnaces which turn iron ore
into metallic iron. Gases and vola-
tile liquids driven from the coal dur-
ing “baking” in coke ovens are re-
covered and refined, at least par-
tially, right at the steel plants. In
most instances the partially refined
coal chemicals are then sold to
chemical manufacturers for further
processing, but some chemicals are
produced in usable form by the steel
industry itself. During 1944, for ex-
ample, coal chemical plants of steel
companies yielded an estimated
551,000 tons of ammonium sulfate,
an important source of nitrogen for
commercial fertilizers,

Bank of France

Like the Bank of England, the al-
most equally renowned Bank of
France has been a private joint-
stock institution with government-
assigned authority for issuing and
regulating currency. Each has been
its nation’s ‘‘bankers’ bank,” sub-
ject to special government controls.
Recently, nationalization of the
Bank of France has been ordered,
Unlike the Bank of England, how-
ever, the Bank of France has not
gradually withdrawn service for in-
dividual depositors. While carrying
on its exclusive duty for issuing gov-
ernment-guaranteed banknotes, it
spread its operations'until in the
1930s it had 18 Paris branches, and
offices or agents in more than 600
communities outside the capital, °

Effective Mastitis Drug

A new and powerful weapon
against the dairy farmers’ worst en-
emy, mastitis, has apparently been
found in the much-publicized drug,
‘penicillin. Some veterinarians say
that as many as 80 per cent of the
dairy herds are prevented from pro-
ducing their full potential milk out-
put because of mastitis, : Hence any
progress against the disease is of
interest tp the dairyman. ’

Penicillin, research workers re.
port, is effective against both the'
streptococcic and the staphyjococ.'
cic types of mastitis, Thig fact em-
bodies an. important ‘advance in
mastitis control, as previous -agents
were effective against ‘only the
streptococcic type of infection, An.'

other advantage of penicillin ljes in
its relatively small irritant actjon in
the udder compared to some; of the
older - drugs, -which often; produce
marked reactions. to. their. use.
Penicillin,  however,. in the hands,
of a capable veterinarian is not to
be looked upon as the final solution
to the mastitis problem. There are,
no substitutes for good managément
and periodic examinations of the
udder, The proper use of mijlking'
machines and strip cups,  good
stabling and bedding and elimina.
tion of sources of injury and chilling,
combined with a program of early
recognition and treatment of cases
of mastitis, represent the most ef-
ficient and economical control pro-'
gram, 1

Sauerkraut Dates "Way
Back to 200 B. C.

Sauerkraut has a tradition of
feeding working men, because rec~
ords indicate that in 200 B, C, sauer-
kraut was a part of the rations
served fo the workmen who were
building the Great Wall of China.

Sauerkraut is made by adding salt
to shredded cabbage. The salt
draws the sugar from the cabbage
and certain bacteria cause the su-
gar to ferment. One of the products
of this fermentation is lactic acid,
with gives kraut much of its:.char-
acteristic flavor. When kraut is
eaten the lactic acid helps to- keep
the intestinal tract in a healthy con-
dition.

Sauerkraut is not valuable as a
source of any specific vitamin; how-
ever, among the minerals it does
have considerable amounts .of iron
and some calcium.  Kraut: is .espe-
cially well liked served. with spare
ribs or sausage. And in .some
states it is an accompaniment to
roasted fowl,

Peanut Protein

Usually when we . hear about
protein, we think of -body building
materials—foods like meat, : fish,
eggs, milk, dried beans and peas,
peanuts. Protein seems a far cry
from such things as cold glue, used
in book binding and on gummed
tape; from paper coatings and spe-
cial finishes on stationery and other
papers; from cold water paints. In
making peanut oil, manufacturers
have had peanut meal left as a by-
product. This meal is rich in pro-|
tein. Up to now, it has been used
mainly as a livestock feed. Scien-
tists have 'known for a long time
how to extract the protein from pea-,
nut meal and they’ve known it could
be put to a number of industrial
uses. However, discoloration of the
protein by the skin of peanuts made
the peanut protein useless as far
as -industrial needs are concerned
until scientists of the department
of agriculture, working in the South«
ern Research Laboratory in’'New,
Orleans, found a way to take out the

pigment in peanut skins. . f

_ More About DDT

One of the early fears—that . DDT
would destroy too many bees, which
are useful as honey collectorg and
particularly valuable as, pollenizers
of crops such as legumes andifruit
—has been virtually eliminated by
the discovery that DDT is actually
less deadly to bees than the arseni-
cal sprays now commonly used. Bee-
keepers now are beginning to regard
DDT as a promising relief for bee
losses by arsenic poisoning. Usual
objections to the new pest contrdl
have been predicated upon the con-
tention that it would ‘‘upset the bal-’
ance of nature,” a theory that bene-
ficial insects, birds and other preda-,
ters can sufficiently control insect
pests. So, intensive tests of DDT are
being made to determine its effect
upon fish, birds, beneficial insects
and other wild life. In regard to the
widespread use of the chemical, it
now appears for the first time as a
pratctical control for some forest in-
sects, :

Tenderizing Hormones

Hormones may come into some
use to “tenderize” old hens and stag-
gy roosters before they go to mar-,
ket, experiments suggest. An ani-,
rr}al physiologist reveals that when,
birds are treated with these hor-
mones unusual amounts of subcu-
taneous and body fat are deposited.
Such layers of fat cause the meat
to become more tender and may
cause the treated birds to put on
slightly more body weight than the
untreated ones. Treatment starts
two or three weeks before the birds
are marketed, The method is still
confined to laboratory work and
much additional work will need to
be done before it can be used on the
backyard chicken flock. Research is
in progress at experiment stations
in California and Oklahoma in addi-
tion to Illinois. :

BIRD SEASON AT JULY MEET

Hunting seasons for 1946 will be
set by the Idaho Fish and Game
Comnqssion at the summer meeting
in Boise, beginning July 8, C. J.
Westcott, Boise, secretary, announc-
ed last week. A. L, Trada, Coeur
d’Alene, chairman, will preside.

Dates for shooting big game and
upland birds are to be determined.

The commission will also decide on|]

seasons for trapping of fur. Setting
of hunting and trapping dates at
the July session is the custom of the
department. Data is compiled during
the spring and summer by game of-
ficers so the commission has the
latest and most reliable information
avajlable in deciding what numbers
should be harvested and when hunt-
ers will have their best opportunity.

The iIdaho commission will con-
sider seasons on all kinds of game
and birds except migratory water-
fowl, Duck regulations and dates are
established by the United States
Fish and Wildlife Service.

Field surveys and estimates of ths
game crop and the uplangd bird popu-
lation, particularly Chinese pheas-
ants, have been underway for some
time. Conservation offirers are still
working on their recommendations
in some areas that have just been
opened to travel,

Among the problems for discus-
sion will he a decline in numbers of
Lost River antelope; the possibility
of A& moose hunt in eastern Idaho,
and an archery hunt for deer in the
Minidoka forest.

Suggestions of sportsmen's clubs
will also bhe studied.

Following the meeting in Boise,
which is expected to last a week,
the commission will attend the an-
nual convention of Western Associ-
ation of State Game and Fish Com-
missioners at Twin Falls, July 15,
16 and 17.

The ~ recent announcement that
World War II veterans would not
be required to pass a physical exami-
nation for policy re-instatement,
even though the insurance had lapsed
longer than six months ago, was at-
tributed by Chaney as one reason
for the increase shown. Under the
recent ruling, veterans are required
to sign only a comparative health
statement and pay two monthly pre-
miums to have part or all of their
service insurance re-instated. This
new ruling will remain in force until
January-1, 1947,

Veterans who have let their in-
surance lapse, may re-instate at the
same Jow monthly upremium paid
in the service by applying at any
of the V. A. contact offices or
through any of the service officers
of the veterans organizations.

Beaver Ring Is Smashed

Smashing of what is believed to
have been a beaver poaching ring
with operators in several areas has
heen reported by John W. Smith,
fur supervisor of the Idaho Fish
and Game department.

Three men were arrested and sen-~
tenced. Philip Forgash of New York,
a fur buyer, was sentenced to six
months in jail and fined $300.00 by
Probate Judge George A. McLeod,
at Hailey, Idaho. He admitted guilt
on a charge of illegal possession of
beaver pelts.

Jim Reddy, Ketchum, charged with
selling beaver pelts contrary to law,
was also sentenced to six months
and fined $300. He was paroled for
six months and is thereby relieved
of the jail term. Wade Gutches,
Bellevue, was fined $300 and sen-
tenced to 10 days in jail on a charge
of illegal sale of heaver. An original
sentence of six months was reduced
to 10 days.

All three defendents admitted their
guilt when taken before Judge Mec-
Leod and confronted with evidence
gathered by conservation officers and
county officials.

A number of pelts were involved
and several were confiscated.

About Canning Suger b

Industrial sugar allotments, with},
one exception of those granted bak-|
ers, will remain unchanged for the
July-September allotment  period,
says O. P. A,

For the past year and one-half |
O. P. A, hag provided producers of
bakery and cereal products with
higher sugar allotments than most
other industrial users. Flour produc-
tion is scheduled to be reduced dur-|
ing the third quarter by 15 per cent
from the 1945 average monthly rate.
Accordingly, the circumstances which
justified the differential or higher
ration no longer exists, says O. P. A.

This agency also announced that,
as previously planned, a second home
canning stamp -— Spare Stamp No.
10 in War Ration Book 4, will be
validated July 1 for five pounds of
sugar, and will remain good through
October 31st, as is Spare Stamp No.
9

“This is the last stamp that will
be issued for home canning sugar
this year, as no easing of the sugar
situation is expected before 1947,
adds the-O. P. A. dispatch.

Our comment: This last statement
is hard to reconcile with recently
published rep-rts of bulging sugar
warehouses in southern Idaho and
eastern Washington., It's also hard
to reconcile with the fact that liquor
gstore shelves hold bountiful supplies
of rum (made from cane sugar) and
ample wine supplies, on the label the
bottles reading “fermented with add-
ed sugar.” We maintain there is
“something rotten, and it ain't in
Denmark.”
