ABOUT TEEN-AGERS

Take a bow, teen-agers!

Across the mation today 13 to 19
year old girls — apprentice home-:
makers, really-—are shown to be
lively, industrious, and resourceful.
So reports the Tide Washing IClinie
which has just completed a surveyl
of school-going teen-agers in 715
communities in an effort ito learn
their home-making habits and atti-
tudes.

And are fthey willing workers!,
Seventy per cent of the girls who,
participated in this survey state that
they help with the housework regu-!
larly and list specific chores, while,
299, help occasionally. More than'
half- (57.5%) have practical sugges-,
tions for making work easier and
quicker. i

Honorable mention went to the!
boys, too. Twice as many of the
teen-agers feel the “boys in the fam-
ily” do their share of the work, as
those who protest lack of coopera-
tion. .
Finally, in addition to housework
and school work, 79% of these girls
do other work to earn extra money.
Baby sitting is Big Business for
639 of 'the girls, but they list 146
other jobs ithey do. An Idaho girl
is a church janitor; an JIowa miss
prepares income .tax. forms for
neighbors; a New Jersey girl house-
paints.

Teen-agers -from darms, small
towne and large cities located from
Massachusetts to California com-
prise this group. They are the
daughters of professional men and
store-keepers, of farmers, and white
collar workers. Two-thirds are 14 to
17 years of age.

Their other jobs include, in order,
vacuuming and sweeping, care of
younger children, care of pets, mak-
ing ‘beds, mending, waxing {floors
and' table-setting.

Every day is washday for the
85% who wash their own lingerie
and stockings; 619 wash their
sweaters. More startling is the fact
that 65% of fthe teen-agers help
with the family laundry!

To make the work easier, quicker
or more interesting, these girls have
many methods, it is reported. Love
of music prompts 28% to work to
the rhythm of the radio or phono-
graph., An additional 7% sing or
whistle as they work, One Tllinois
girl tap dances through her jobs.
Some use the radio as a timer to
measure tasks, others answer quiz
programs. :

Typical of the 12¢; who work by
time schedule or chore listing, are
three sisters in California. They list,
all jobs that have to be done and
then take turns at drawing to deter-
mine who does what!

There are the pretenders, too.
They pretend they are married and
it is their own home, or they talk
with imaginary visitors. One Cali-
fornia. girl pretends she is the maid
for a wealthy woman and is clean-
ing ‘her house! Pride in doing a
good job, being cheerful about it,
and willingness to learn are other
incentives,

While apparently Itaking good
equipment for granted, these girls
show wan alert interest in ‘new”
things. iSixty-one per cent use the
new detergents. Pressure cookers
are popular new equipment and con-
siderable use of steam irons is re-

ted. i

That boys and girls today share
the home responsibilities is indi-
cated by the fact that one-fourth of
the girls fieel the boys do 'their share
of the household chores. The spirit

Greatest cry for cooperation is
that the boys clean their own room,
and pick up their things!

Teen-agers start early these days
to ‘become career women, this sur-
vey reveals.

If you feed a 20 per cent protein
mash, your hens should get about
one pound of grain for every pound
of mash you feed.

@ 26 per cent protein mash is used,
about 2% pounds of grain to each
pound of mash will average out
about 15 per cent protein for the
ration.
