' secticide for spring application, it
is advisable, the agent said, to
watch developments in the fields and
to be ready to check infestations at
the right time.

Adult weevil spend the winter in
alfalfa stubble and along ditch banks.
They become active with the first
warm weather in spring. Most of the
eggs are laid after new growth ap-
pears and continues until mid-season.
Hatching occurs in May and June,
The tiny larvae crawl up stems to
feed on leaf buds. When severe dam-
age occurs, fields may take on a
grayish cast. If this condition exists
when the crop is approaching full-
bud stage or within two weeks of

normal cutting time, the best control’

is to harvest the hay early and treat
the stubble with any of several in-
secticides approved for use at that
stage. Kinds and amounts are listed
in a leaflet available from the county
agent. If stubble is not treated, the
field may remain bare for several
weeks hecause larvae are feeding on
buds of the crowns.

When severe damage occurs hefore
alfalfa reaches the bud stage and
the larvae are small, it is necessary
to treat the standmg hay crop. In
this case, the interval between ap-
plication of an insecticide and har-
vest must be observed. It may be
necessary to treat the stubble again
if new growth is retarded by larvae
ieedmg after treatment of standing

ay

In addition to proper timing of
insecticide ‘treatment, the agent said,
thorough and complete coverage is
necessary for satisfactory control. At
least 25 gallons of water per acre,
a]ong with recommended chemicals,
is advocated for spraying standing
hay Ten gallons are needed for

spraying stubble.

Flaming of alfalfa stubble with
gas burners has not been effective
in Idaho because the eggs are laid
in the spring after the alfalfa is
growing. Early burning does not get
the eggs.

A SENSELESS WAR

The Oregon State Game Commis-
sion Bulletin describes how the real
victim of the running battle between
the farmer and the sportsmen and
recreationists is-wildlife. In order to
discourage city visitors, the farmer
also seeks to dlscourage the visit-
ations of wildlife on his land. "He
plows up his hedges and fence rows’
says the Bulletin, “not only to halt
the spread of noxious weeds, but also
to cut down the number of pheasants
and quail, which, in turn, attract less
hunters to trample his crops.” On
the other hand, “To the public, pri-
vate property is a dirty word. A
clean field is a dump for beer cans,
unharvested grain is but to trample,
fences are to cut, cattle, rural phone
insulators, and water tanks but to
shoot, newspaper columns but a place
to grumble about the farmer.”

On weekends, the boys went out
with paint cleaner and polished up
all of the vandalized signs. Littéer
was gathered along the highway
and mountains of leaves were clean-
ed from the courthouse lawn. In
this case the boys also agreed to pay
for the paint damage to the local
|water tower.

It would be impossible to list all
vandalism occurring in any state. It
varies from scrawled messages on
rest facilities to tearing down major
signs. In one town recently almost
50 stop signe were pulled up and re-
moved from the scene. It was only
through luck that several motor-ists
were not klled as a result of this
malicious act.

In Ossining N.M., 2 motr'st won
a $67,500 damage suit against the
city after he was involved in an
accident caused by a missing stop
sign.

In New York State, a young moth-
er of two was hilled and her mother-
in-Jaw injured when another car
went through an intersection and
struck a car in which the two wo-
men were riding. A stop sign was
missing at the intersection where the
accident occurred, costing the state
$66,000 in dam&dges and costs.

LOW PURINE DIETS

Gout, traditionally known as
the rich man’s disease, has had
some new light shed on it by
more recent observations, For.
merly it was explained on the
basis of the rich foods and fine
wines enjoyed as a part of lux-
urious living, There was some
doubt about this, even before
dietary knowledge became more
scientific, because poor people
too, were so inconsiderate as to
suffer from gout which was diffi-
cult to explain,

THe current view is'that gout
is due only partially to dietary
factors, and that the real villain
is in the individual’s metabolism
—his personal chemistry,

Chemical Entities
Certain protein foods contain
chemical entities known as pur-
ines, which are broken down in
the body into uric acid, This is
excreted by the kidneys, It is
a normal constituent in the blood
in minute quantities, from 4 to 8
milligrams per 100 cc. of blood.
When it is allowed to build up
‘to higher quantities, it causes the
arthritic condition known as gout,
?arenthetically, gout is the only
joint disease in which uric acid

plays a part,

Gout Treatable
Gout is treatable with a drug
long used for acute attacks, an
alkaloid derived from the bulb

... Of the autumn crocus,-a fowering:

plant commonly grown in bowls
in the home. The same drug,
along with newer synthetic drugs,
is also used jn small doses be-
tween attacks as a preventative.
. The well known picture of gout
is t.he rich old grouch with his
aching foot up on a stool; except
that he needn't be rich. The pain
is sufficient justification for the
disposition, But gout affects other
‘areas than the traditional great
" loe — the ear lobes, ather joints,
—and kidneys, sometimes includ.

ing kidney stones. The excess
uric acid is deposited in chalky
masses in the tissues; these are
called tophi.

While diet is no longer the
main reliance in the treatment
and prevention of gouty attacks,
restriction of high-purine foods
may be advised by the physician,
Such special dietary advice
should be obtained in specifie
terms from the attending physi-
cian; he will be guided by peri-
odjc blood tests for uric acid.
All that can be done here is to
give general guide-lines, The pu-
