Concerning the current and pro-
posed air pollution regulation of op-
en field burning, the policy state-
ment stresses “there is a better
chofce of -policy which protects both
the economy and the environment in
Idaho. ~ Since grass seed production
can substantially reduce erosion and
water pollution . . ' it should be
considered as part of a policy which
would protect all aspects of the en-
vironment and economy. :
_Grass seed production provides a
feasible and economical means of
‘protecting - one of ‘northern Idaho's
most valuable resources, its top soil.
“Grass seed production as part of
crop rotation - makes the soll less
vulnerable to soll erosion. - Grass
seed production reduces-soil loss and
the level ‘of erosion 70to 80 percent.

Substantial investments in human,

already been made in Idaho's grass

Policy Stalement On

Open field burning of grass seed
acreage is the subject of a policy
statement released by Carl Moore,
president of the Foard of Directors
of Clearwater Economic Develop~
ment Association (the 5-county de-

Idaho).

Concerning the current and pro-
posed air pollution regulation of op-
en field burning, the policy state-
ment = stresses ‘“there is a better
choice of -policy which protects both
the economy and the environment in
Idaho. Since grass seed production
can substantially reduce erosion and
water pollution . . * it should be
considered as part of a policy which
would protect all aspects of the en-
vironment ‘and economy.

_Grass seed production provides a
feasible and economical means of
protecting ‘one of ‘northern Idaho's
most valuable resources, its top soil.
“Grass seed production as part of
crop rotation- makes the soll less
vulnerable -to soll erosion. Grass
seed production reduces-soil loss and
the level ‘of erosion 70 to 90 percent.

Substantial investments in human,
financial and natural resources have
already been made in Idaho's grass
seed industry and any added restric-
tions of fleld burning will restrict
the entire industry.] The policy
statement indicates that added re-
strictions ° of activity ~in the grass

in 'soil” quality = and water quality
and agricultural productivity. Regu~
latién in Idaho should not be based
on an easily administered policy of
‘conformance with Oregon and Wash-
ington regulations for the purpose
of keeping out-of-state producers
coming into Idaho. Legulations
should reflect 4 policy of protecting
all’ aspects of Idaho’s environment
equally without severely damaging
its economy.
